1. Call to order at 7:04pm

3. Approve Minutes of previous meetings

Regular Board Meeting – June 18, 2008 – Doug Earle – motion/Liz Rhoads – second  Minutes approved with typo corrections

4. Treasurers Report – As of today about $62,000 collected in dues - $400 in interest. 

Expenses ~$25,000.  Repairs to the beaches reflect ~$5684.  The lake taxes have been paid.  We have another lake treatment coming @ ~$2500.  The dam repairs are still pending.  

5. Committee Reports

A. Lake – No total number for the North end of the lake project.  Chadd dove to 15 feet in the cove and the bottom is clear from about 9 feet up – which is no different than the middle of the lake.  There are 5 neighbors involved – and have met with Ken Hasper.  The seaweed can’t be cut or promotes the growth of more weeds.  Chad (First Choice) costs $35/hr/person for yard or beach maintenance.  Then there is a $13/cubic yard charge for disposal.  There is a question of the horsepower allowed on boats…in some subdivisions the building and use restrictions list a maximum of 5 hp.  The board made a resolution for the lake to be a “NO WAKE” lake.  There was some discussion on boats – it has been noticed that there are some members who use increased speed.  There have also been some incidents of people keeping fish despite the “CATCH AND RELEASE” policy.  This is being taken under advisement by the Beach/Park committee and the Lake committee.

There was a motion by Smith/ seconded by Earle that the lock to the boat gate be changed now.  Some discussion occurred as to whether the change should wait until the newsletter came out.  Chadd will draft a new “key card” for members to sign when receiving a gate key.  Ken will review it.

B. Building Control – Dan Ragatz requested to replace his deck on the back 

of his home.  This was approved through emails.

C. Beach/Park – no report

D. City Liaison – no report.  Sales of homes in the Association will go to Mike and then be forwarded to the Welcome Committee.

Mr Golding will contact Hasper

                        to remove the current weeds.  Chadd will photograph after the cleanup.  

                        Mr Golding will contact Chadd if weeds accumulate again.
