
LGPOA – SPECIAL BOARD MEETING MINUTES

April30,  2008

On April 30, 2008, a Special Meeting of the Lake Geneva Property Owners Association was held pursuant to Section 4 of the “Bylaws of Lake Geneva Property Owners’ Association, Inc.”  The Board discussed outstanding Association issues that were not able to be addressed at the prior monthly meeting

1. Call To Order:

3.  Treasurer’s Report:  None

4.  Committee Reports:

A.  Lake Level/Water Quality:  Stu Shafer accepted an appointment to the Lake Level and Water Wuality Committee.  He will be the direct contact between the Association and Professional Lake Management (“PLM”).  Mr. Brage called regarding leave buildup in the lake.  He had raised the issue at a prior Annual Meeting.  Cheryl Holey also called about the same issue.  The Board decided to explore removal of the leaves, after determining how the removal would affect the lake, whether residents in the affected area effectively act to mitigate leaf problems (essentially by raking their yards), and what dollar amount the Association should contribute to the effort. Also at the Annual Meeting, the issue of fish stocking was raised.  Chadd recommended that we stock additional fish.  There have been reports of algae blooms on the lake.  PLM has said that they will be treating the lake during the second week of May, weather permitting.

B. Building Control: Nothing to report

C. Beach/Parks: Chadd Kellogg (First Choice) presented a proposal for lawn care and landscaping services to the Association.  Liz, as Chair of the Beach/Parks Committee gave him permission to proceed on the West Beach.  He will be adding a new step, repairing a hole in the storm pipe, repairing erosion on the North side of the park, leveling a stump from a removed tree, filling, applying topsoil, and seeding. On the East beach he will be removing the steps as the lake keeps eroding them, defining the plant beds, laying new fabric and fresh mulch, and adding a timber wall.

D. City Liaison: Nothing to Report

E. Newsletter and Information Committee:  The Board discussed that a group of Association members during a recent petition signature drive circulated a flyer which was inaccurate, incorrect and misleading.  This issue was also discussed during the April 16, 2008 regular Board meeting.  The Board determined that the Association membership needs to understand that facts, and decided to refer this to the Newsletter and Information Committee to draft a response to the flyer.

F. Welcoming Committee: Nothing to Report.

G. Compliance Committee:  

· Mr. Barberio filed a complaint regarding 406 West Geneva and another complaint was received for property located at 205 Riverview.  The Compliance Committee will meet on May 16 to discuss these issues.  

· It was also pointed out that there is a fence on Lucerne that was erected in direct violation of the Building and Use Restrictions.  The Board members agreed to drive past the property to view the fence.

· Boat Motors.  The Board discussed whether motor size was an issue given the changes over the past 40 years.  During that time, motor size restrictions have been difficult to enforce. Past Boards may have publicized rules to the effect that the 5 horsepower limitation is no longer in effect and a resolution was passed restricting the lake to a no-wake lake.  Handouts given to new members of the Association have not referenced the original 5 horsepower limit, and instead have indicated that, as for boat motors, the lake is a no-wake lake and have defined that term.  It was pointed out that the Association, through practice and through publication, has promoted education that Lake Geneva is a no-wake lake.  A question arose as to whether the sheds could fall into the same class. 
H.   Unfinished Business: Building and Use Restrictions Revisions Advisory (“BURRAD“):  Committee. The “seeding” Committee presented the slate of recommended candidates to the Board for appointment.  After discussion the following people have been appointed to serve on the BURRAD Committee:  John Waugh, Erik Olson, John Donahue, Dan Norberg, Stu Shafer, Scott Wall, David Zyble, Dan Skorich, Doug Earle.
